Attached for your review and comment is a copy of the Horsethief Hazard Fuels Reduction Project Environmental Assessment (EA MT-010-03-12) and an unsigned Finding of No Significant Impact (FONSI).

With full consideration of public comments, BLM resource specialists developed three alternatives for consideration.  The management options included in these alternatives range from continuing current management (i.e., no vegetation treatments would be applied) to applying intensive treatments to most of the ponderosa pine-juniper vegetation in the area.  These alternatives respond to all comments that have been offered during this process. 

Your comments on this EA are a critical part of the continuing decision-making process.  I will consider any comments you submit by August 20, 2003, as I make my decision on which management alternative to select.
