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Median household income in 1996 inflation-
adjusted dollars was $24,125 in Madison County 
in 1979, as compared to $25,461 in Beaverhead 
County.  Median household income rose 
significantly in Madison County by 1989, 
reaching $27,009.  The gain in median income 
in Beaverhead County was much less, increasing 
only slightly to $25,612. The most recent 
estimates place median household income at 
$28,098 in Madison County and $26,916 in 

Beaverhead County.  Again, a different story of 
economic well-being emerges with differences 
in household size and composition in the two 
counties probably explaining some of the 
variations. 
 
Taken together, these three measures of area 
economic well-being describe a fairly complex 
process of economic adjustment and change in 
the two counties.
