BPA SETUP (M Clark)

-There are times when a BPA setup is more cost effective for the government.   It is generally set up at the going commercial rates. 

- Can use credit card if don’t want to set up BPA.  Just don’t mix and match your payments.  For example, if you are making arrangements for porta potties in one area, don’t pay for 1 with a credit card and the other one on a BPA. (MClark 4-26-04)
-Use the Resource Order as the backup paperwork for the credit card purchase (MClark 4-04).

-Usually occurs in small, isolated communities, where the services are only available locally and contractor does not travel out of

                 his service area.


-Service areas usually are :  airports, dispatches, fire caches, staging areas, base operations, etc.
